Crowded around
the Rotary dinghy dock are assorted skiffs and rowboats, each
filled with gallons upon gallons of rainwater. Looking at the
collection, you can’t help but notice how prolifically these
vessels collect rain when the season is right.

While mariners may need to crack out their bailing buckets, this
season, it's with relief that we tug on our rubber boots. We're
emerging from a drought season that was longer, hotter, and
more noticeably harmful to our salmon, cedar and ecosystems
than any in recent memory. Squelching through soaked
gardens, it's easy to wonder, “if only we could time the rains to
come when gardens need it most!”

Thanks to the availability of rainwater catchment systems, it's
not only possible, it's simple and affordable.

Islanders are catching on — big time. Recently, Transition Salt
Spring piloted a Rainwater Harvesting Rebate program for
homeowners looking to install rainwater catchment systems....
